Then, the chair would send the final word document to a web manager who would convert it to HTML and upload the file for online access. When changes were required, the chair would re-save the word document, re-send it to the web manager, who would once again covert it to HTML and upload it. The new system saves a tremendous amount of time and wasted energy.
